2) Puritans in America
They did not blame God for the loss of many lives due to the cold, plague
and hunger, but rather thanked God for allowing them to come to the New
World so they can serve with a pure heart. Although they planted many
types of crops, they did not get frustrated by the failure of the crops they
gave thanks when their corn crop succeeded and had Thanksgiving with
their neighbors.

3) Being grateful doesn’t change our circumstances immediately. But
gratitude changes us first. However, if we are changed first, then our
circumstances may change.
