1. Can a believer sin?

1) If one says that he/she has no sin, one deceives oneself, and ( ) is
not in us. (v.8)

2) If we say we have not sinned, we make [God] a liar, and ( ) is not in
us. (v.10)

*x According to our passage today, the reason for the claims that
unbelievers make when being evangelized- “I am not a sinner” or ‘I
am more righteous than those who attend church” —is due to the fact
that the Word is not in them.

* Heresy will make the following claims: once you are a child a God,
you should never commit a sin again; because you sin, you have not
been truly saved. This heresy is rooted in the lies of the Devil. We

must cling to truth found in the Word of God.

2. If we sin, do we lose our salvation?
1) We do not lose salvation, but we will have problems with our
fellowship with God (v. 6,7)

Because God is ( ), and in him is no darkness at all. (v.5)

2) If our fellowship with God is severed, the blessings and grace that

flow from God are blocked.

3. How can we restore our fellowship with God?
1) Jesus’ () cleanses us from all sin. (v.7)
2) If we () our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to

cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

4. Can I keep confessing the same sin over and over again?

1) Just as a virus attacks the weak point of our immune system, the
virus of sin will also attack our points of weakness. That’'s why you
repeat the same sin continuously. You must continue to confess,
because that will be the place where sin enters your life.

2) If you do not confess, your faith will diminish and your spiritual
senses will be dulled. If you harbor those sins, the devil will take
advantage of them (Ephesians 4:26,27). If you pray without repentance,
the work of healing cannot take place (James 5:16)

We cannot let our families and church be placed under the influence
of sin. Let us be transformed instead by the forgiveness and grace of
God.
