1. Who were the disciples of Jesus?
Jesus ( ) his twelve disciples... and gave them authority (10:1)

Jesus ( ) these twelve disciples with these instructions (10:5)...

Therefore, disciples are those who are called, empowered, and sent out.
Disciples are not called because they are deserving, but they respond in
obedience.

Are you a disciple of Jesus?

* The church should not be cruise ship, but an aircraft carrier (J.D. Greere). The
reason is because the power of Hades is working against the church. In order to
prevent collapse, the church must strive to nurture heavenly workers.

2. Who is the primary target of a disciple’s evangelism?
Go to the ( ) of Israel (10:6).
* According to the Great Commission, Jesus commands us evangelize to the
ends of the earth (28:19-20). Therefore, this is not a rejection of the Gentiles,
but an expansion beyond the lost sheep of Israel. To be honest, evangelizing to
family is the most difficult.

3. What is the content of the message that disciples are called to spread?

And proclaim as you go, saying, ‘The ( ) is at hand .’ (10:7)

*This was the message preached by John the Baptist (Matthew 3:2), as well as
the first message of Jesus’ public ministry (Matthew 4:17). Heaven is the
kingdom in which God rules. Restoration takes place where God reigns (10:8).
*The world is suffering from earthquakes, wars, and epidemics. The signs of the
Second Coming are clearly appearing. This is the time we need to repent and
turn back to God. It’s time to raise our spiritual awareness.

4. What attitude should a disciple have when preaching the Gospel?

Since you received without paying, you must give ( ) (Matthew 10:8).0Only
those who has received salvation (grace) can deliver the message of salvation
(grace). The disciples were told not to take gold, silver, bronze, a bag, 2 tunics,
sandals or a staff as they were sent out. They were to rely on Jesus, the main
character of Heaven, rather than material things. Following that principle
would allow the power of Jesus to appear. (i.e. Paul and Silas in the Philippian
prison)

1. Although the work of the church is diverse, the first focus is to be a disciple
that follows Jesus; second, finding the lost sheep (teachers, choir, ministry
departments, cell group, etc)

2. Consider people who are in a situation worse than yours, and look up to
people who have a stronger faith than you, and you will grow in gratitude and
spiritual faith.
