Psalm 27:1-14 A Person After God’s Own Heart

Psalm 27 is a psalm of David. David is said to be a man after God’s own heart
(Acts 13:22). It’s not because David was flawless. The most recognizable flaw
involved Bathsheba. David became an adulterer and a murderer (2 Samuel 11).
Despite the flaws, | wonder why David was called a man after God’s own heart.

Looking at the background of the main text, it seems like a psalm written by
David after he was forcibly banished from the throne by Absalom, viewing the
city with the ark from across the Jordan River. The environment surrounding
him was fear, dread, enemies, and war (v. 1-3). However, David held onto one
important principle. The reason that David was considered to be a person after
God’s own heart was because of a singular longing he had throughout his life (v.
4).

* The house of the Lord refers to the Tabernacle where the Ark of the Covenant
is located. The Tabernacle symbolizes God’s presence and fellowship with God.
* The beauty of the Lord speaks of the joy of the Lord. To summarize, it is to
experience joy that comes through fellowship with God and receive the
strength to overcome hardships.
