2 Corinthians 9:6-15 Sow Seeds of Gratitude
When there was a famine in the church in Jerusalem, the church in

Corinth decided to help by making donations. Upon hearing this news,
the Macedonian church also took on the challenge and helped
Jerusalem by making donations even in difficult times. However, the
Corinthian church, which had decided to do so a year ago, had not yet
started the collection. Today's text is a letter written by Apostle Paul to
the church in Corinth about this.

1. The point is this: whoever sows ( ) will also reap sparingly, and
whoever sows ( ) will also reap bountifully. (2 Cor 9:6)
Each one must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or
under compulsion, for God loves a ( ) I giver. (2 Cor 9:7)
