Isaiah 54:1-10 Enlarge the place of your tent

Vision is not about following my own ambition but embracing God’s dream.
Without vision, people will act recklessly and eventually perish. (Proverbs
29:18). The passage is a vision given during the Babylonian captivity. A
desolate woman will have more children than a married woman. They you will
spread abroad to the right and to the left, and their offspring will possess the
nations and the desolate cities will become places for people to live (Isaiah
54:3).

The reason is because the One who created Israel is their husband, and He is
the Lord Almighty and their Redeemer (v. 5). For a brief moment He deserted
them, but He will bring them back together in His mercy (v. 7). This is because
His steadfast love shall not depart from them, and the covenant of peace shall
not be removed (v.10).

1. Enlarge ( ) (verse 2).
For many people to live, a large tent is needed. For the large tent, a large
foundation must first be prepared. This foundation is the foundation of
faith. God works according to the size of your faith. Prepare a “big frying

”

pan”.

2. Letthe( )of your habitations be stretched out (verse 2).
If the tent site is large, the ten must also be pitched large. To do that, you

need a large curtain. If the size of the church building doubles, the marks of
the Word, prayer, praise, and service must also double. Only by doing the
basics well can you fulfill a big vision. (Making one’s bed at the Air Force
Academy).

3. | ) your stakes (verse 2).

Regardless of the size of the foundation or the curtain, if the stakes are not
well driven, the tent will shake and fall. The stakes are the congregation
members of the church. God works through people. If you leave your
position, it has the same effect as pulling out a stake. More than anything
church members must keep ( ) with all vigilance. This is because the
source of life flows from here (Proverbs 4:23). The church in Thessalonica is
an exemplary church that kept its heart. They ceaselessly remembered
before our God and Father your work of ( ) and labor of ( ) and
steadfastness of ( ), and they became a church of good news (1

Thessalonians 1:3)

[Conclusion]

The vision is: (1) to spread the kingdom of God via the Gospel to the right and
the left; (2) our children to possess the nations; and (3) make a desolate place
into a place for people to live (verse 3). There are two things to careful of:
Spiritual pride and a syncretism of faith (Jonathan Edwards). Spiritual pride
leads the church to division and faction, and syncretism leads to mixing with
idolatry (materialism, individualism, hedonism) in the culture.

Let us pray that our mokjang and church will be a place where God’s dream
becomes our vision.
